Darren Lamb recommends going out for RFPs to find potential administrators for the board.
Should be able to report back on that by the next meeting.




A motion to go out for RFPs for potential administrators was made by Steve Strubberg,
seconded by Shawn Gorden, passed without dissent.

The administrator will be the one that recommends applications to the board for approval.
Jim Briggs recommends charging an administrative fee for every application to cover for
insurance, audit fees and legal fees, etc.

The Board will also be able to accept applications from people in the unincorporated areas.
Franklin County will probably set up their own Clean Energy board.

The PACE Board contract with other PACE Boards to set up joint contracts. The advantage
would be to get more and bigger applications in and the same administrator can be used.

Jim Briggs wants to know if the City can provide financial assistance to the Board. Mark Piontek
will look into this and report back.
