President Frank Suda called the meeting to order. 		

The minutes from the March, 2013 Library Board meeting were presented and Leon Hove made a motion to accept them.  Linda Bartle seconded and the motion passed. 

Since Diane Lick was not here, Nell gave a short update on the Friends of the Library. She said that the Friends bought a coffee pot for the meeting room this month. They also had a successful program Monday night with an ecologist from Shaw Nature Reserve speaking. 

Librarian’s report: 
 Nell gave with this month’s statistics. Because one year ago the library was closed and in the process of moving, there are no comparisons given.  The monthly budget report was presented.  Everything looks good. Expenditures are at 48%, which is where they should be for this time of year.  The Velma Jones Stroetker Award ceremony was successful and Board members were thanked for their work and presence. 		

Some upcoming programs include:
· VOYCEconnect education series. During the first session, there will be discussion about options for seniors remaining in their home rather than a care facility and taking care of loved ones at home. The programs are scheduled for the fourth Tuesday of every month through July.  
· Dan Brown, author of The DaVinci Code, will give an online live streamed broadcast from Lincoln Center in conjunction with the release of his new book, Inferno. It can be viewed at the library on May 15 at 6:30 p.m. 
· The Great Decisions discussion group will meet on six Wednesdays beginning May 15 at noon to discuss world policy issues.  
· “Amelia Bedelia” will be here in costume next week for her 50th birthday party and the summer reading program will begin on May 28.

Nell reported that Jason Kantor, Missouri’s new Secretary of State, has made dramatic cuts to the Missouri State Library staff.  At this point, ten state library positions have been eliminated as a part of a restructuring plan. Three additional positions will be eliminated through attrition.  Librarians throughout the state were not consulted and details of these cuts and restructuring were not shared.  This will affect reference services, electronic resources, training, technology, adult services and youth services consultants at the State Library.  The Missouri Library Association, ALA, MOBIUS and many individuals have sent letters of concern.  DOLLs (Directors of Large Libraries) met with SOS’s chief of staff to discuss their concern. 

Discussion and/or Approval Items:
The Board voted to continue our Cooperative Service Agreement with Scenic Regional Library System for another two years (until July 31, 2015).
There are no changes in contract. Leon motioned that we continue the agreement and Linda Sellmeyer seconded. The motion passed.

Three Board member terms to expire in June: Maria Brady-Smith, Cynthia Hoffman and Linda Sellmeyer.  Maria and Linda are eligible for reappointment but Cynthia is not because she has served for three terms.  Maria and Linda are willing to be reappointed and their names will be given to Mayor Lucy.  New nominees have to live in the library district, which is smaller than the city limits. 

Any matters for discussion not on the agenda:
Cynthia said parking lot always looks very full. Nell said that city is aware and is trying to lease a parking lot across the street to help solve the problem. 

Linda Sellmeyer motioned that we adjourn the meeting and Leon Hove seconded. The motion passed.
