Washington Public Library Board of Trustees 
August 27, 2012
Members present:  Frank Suda, Linda Bartle, Leon Hove, Marsha Riggs, and Linda Sellmeyer. Also present were Diane Lick, President of the Friends of the Library and Nell Redhage, Library Director. Members absent:  Cynthia Hoffman, Jon Bauer, Butch Droege, Maria Brady-Smith, and Council Liaisons.
Meeting was called to order by President Frank Suda at 7 PM. Approval of the June meeting minutes was on a motion by Leon Hove, second by Linda Bartle and passed without dissent.
Friends of the Library Report by Diane Lick: Permit to construct the digital sign has been approved. Construction should be in the near future.  Quarterly meeting of the Friends group was well attended. Ashley Wolff’s print was framed.  Friends group purchased a bench for the Children’s Garden. They also purchased two easels and eight clocks for the library.  They are also looking into purchasing a portable public address system and are in the process of fine-tuning their newsletter. They are presently accepting books for the annual book sale which will be open Friday, Sept. 14 for Friends members and for the public Saturday, Sept. 15, 9-4 and Sunday, Sept. 16, noon to 4.
Nell presented the Monthly Report for June and July. Statistics increased over last year in all categories. Financial Report:  We are a month away from the end of the fiscal year and have 20% of the budget remaining. Budget for 2012-13 is in the process of being presented to the City Council. Budget was decreased $5,000 from what was presented two months ago. This was done in order to accommodate wages and salary increases. Tuesday, September 4, the budget will be presented to the council in an open hearing at the City Council meeting.
Upcoming Programs:  Nell presented the schedule. Adult beginner computer classes will be held beginning September 11.
Internet Acceptable Use Policy:  Motion to approve a revision of the policy by Linda Sellmeyer, second by Leon Hove, and passed without dissent.
Proposed library district’s property tax rate of 0.0945/$100 for 2013:  Motion to accept by Leon Hove, second by Linda Bartle, and passed without dissent.  
Status of the library’s zither:  zither is presently on display at the Washington Historical Museum. Motion to continue the Museum’s displaying of the zither exhibit as a permanent loan from the Library by Linda Bartle, second by Marsha Riggs, and passed without dissent.
Nell discussed the five-year plan and that most items for 2012 were accomplished; except for a new web page for the library. Need to get a bid from a graphic company for designing the site. There are no grants available for this; however, there is $80,000 in development funds that could be used. Motion to proceed by Leon Hove, second by Linda Bartle, and passed without dissent
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
