The meeting was called to order by Frank Suda.  The minutes of the July, 2013 Library Board meeting were reviewed. A motion was made by Linda Sellmeyer, seconded by Leon Hove, to approve the minutes.  The motion passed.

Diane Lick, president of the Friends of the Library, reported that the members are getting ready for the book sale on September 21 and 22. The Friends will be sponsoring a talk by author and artist Bryan Haynes, who has written a book about his art entitled, New Regionalism, the art of Bryan Haynes. 

Nell Redhage gave the librarian’s report, including the statistical report for the month of July.  Internet usage was at an all time high with 3300 users. Wireless use was also very high.

City administration did not change anything in the library’s requested 2014 budget and it will go to council September 23 for a vote. There will be no increase in salaries due to decreased valuation and increased insurance premiums.

There are four author talks lined up in the next couple of months:  Chris Stuckenschneider, Jasper Fforde, Bryan Haynes and Dan Burkhardt.

Leon Hove moved to approve the Librarian’s Report and Butch Droege seconded. The motion passed. 

There was a motion put forth by Linda Sellmeyer to approve the library district’s proposed tax rate increase to 10 cents per $100 for tax year 2014. It was increased because the assessed property values went down.  Leon Hove seconded and the motion passed. 

The Board went into closed session to discuss personnel matters. 

Afterward Linda Sellmeyer moved, seconded by Leon Hove, to adjourn the meeting. The motion carried.
