MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF FEBRUARY 25, 2013

Approval of the minutes of the meeting of January 28, 2013, on a motion by Jon Bauer, second by Leon Hove and passed without dissent.
Diane Lick, president of the Friends of the Library, reported that the Friends membership drive is going well and there is a new membership chairman, Pam Kruse.
Librarian’s Report – Nell Redhage reported that approximately 55,000 books were circulated during January 2013 by Scenic Regional-Washington Public Library combined. Washington circulated the most with approximately 14,000; Union with almost 12,000; Warrenton between 8-9,000; with the other branches between 3-4,000 each or less.
Washington received a check from Scenic Regional in the amount of $36,814 under the terms of our Cooperative Service Agreement.  In 2012 Washington Library patrons checked out 3,356 items from Scenic Regional Library; Scenic Regional patrons checked out 108,538 items from Washington. This amounts to $36,814 at a rate of $.35 per item.  This agreement has been successful.
Nell will be meeting this week with Scenic Regional Library’s director regarding the addition of Washington Public Library to their website.
Scenic Regional is subscribing to two new online databases, Mango Languages and Chilton’s Car Repair, resulting in the capability of our patrons accessing these databases remotely, as well as in all the library branches, including WPL.
Scenic is moving ahead with their service to the Gerald area and is establishing a Foundation and Friends of the Library groups for each branch.
Due to the resignation of one of the library’s part-time clerks, Rachel Buenemann is being promoted to part-time library clerk and a new shelver will be hired.
Children’s programs will resume the week of March 4.  Great Decisions discussion group is continuing on Wednesdays for three more weeks.  It is being well received.
Motion to accept the Librarian’s report by Leon Hove, second by Linda Bartle, and passed without dissent.
Discussion of the Velma Jones Stroetker Library Service Award ensued.  Three nominations were submitted as follows: The Missourian, Diane Schatte (takes care of the resale items) and Mike Hopkins, former president of the Library Board of Trustees.  All members present moved to present all three with this award. Motion passed without dissent.  The awards will be presented on Sunday, April 14, 2013, at 2:00 p.m. at the Library.  Frank Suda and Linda Bartle will help Nell in organizing the presentation event.
At 7:30 p.m. a motion was made by Jon Bauer to close the meeting, second by Leon Hove, and passed without dissent.
An Executive Session for personnel reasons was called to order by the president Frank Suda with a roll call vote.  Frank Suda, Leon Hove, Jon Bauer, Linda Bartle and Linda Sellmeyer were present. 
At 7:48 a motion was made by Leon Hove, second by Linda Bartle, to close the Executive Session, with all in favor, no dissent.
