The meeting was called to order by Frank Suda. 
Regarding the minutes, Linda Bartle reported that she was absent from the January board meeting. Leon Hove moved to approve the amended minutes, seconded by Donna Kohne. The motion passed.
The Friends of the Library report was given by Mary Emke. The Friends purchased some items for the library- two clocks and items for the children's librarian.  The Annual Book Sale will be September 19, 20 and 21.
The Friends are starting an adopt-a-book program. For $25.00, a patron can adopt-a-book, receive a certificate, and bookplate in the book.

Librarian’s report

· Statistical report- Staff attended reports training last Thursday. Jackie is still attempting to produce a satisfactory report from Evergreen for reciprocal borrowing stats. The reports module is complicated, and she will need help from Mobius/Evergreen staff to create the custom report. 
· Financial Report- The library is within budget. The library has received a few donations recently.  The United Way $5,000 grant was approved for Summer Reading Program.  
· Surveys- Bearing no technical difficulties, the impact survey will be available on the website on March 1, and Jackie is still compiling questions for the patron survey.
Programs- The Great Discussions group still meets weekly.  Washington Middle School will bring 7th grade classes to the library for instruction sessions in using library resources. This will include lessons on data bases and the catalog as well as a tour of the library. This will take place all day Thursday and Friday.
Blind Date with a Book- This event will go from March 1 through 31. Books will be wrapped so that it will be a surprise. The reader will then rate the book and be entered into a contest for a prize.
Family Reading Night will take place on March 7th at Washington Middle School.
Linda Sellmeyer moved to accept the librarian's report. Leon Hove seconded, and the motion passed.
Discussion Items
· 175th Parade- No employees volunteered to participate in the parade, possibly due to it being on a holiday weekend.  The library staff will participate in the city’s 175th Parade float.  The library staff will participate in the Fair Parade and highlight the library’s 90th anniversary.  Other ideas to highlight the library’s 90th anniversary included:  90 reasons to go to the library, contacting Mark Housmann from Historical Society, incorporating the anniversary into the Summer Reading Program, contacting the paper to highlight the anniversary, and having an open house to celebrate.
· Charging Stations- Jackie was approached by John Cahnovsky with EBSCO about having charging stations installed in the library for patron use.  He would like to approach service organizations in the area to explain the program and ask them to donate them to the library. These charging stations have been installed in hospitals and college campuses. The Board suggested that Jackie mention this to the city since it will use electricity.
· Velma Jones Stroetker Service Award- Frank asked for nominations. After some discussion, it was tabled until a later meeting.
Scenic Regional Library Director, Steve Campbell, discussed the ten cent increase tax levy campaign which will go to vote on April 8. They have developed customized brochures for each county and one for Washington. These will be mailed to 14,000 people. Library representatives will talk to 60 different groups.
SRL has had the same 10 cent levy since 1959. They have never asked for an increase. Survey results showed that patrons wanted more new materials, longer hours and better facilities. They can do this with a tax increase, but not without it.  New technologies and services that are available in other libraries cannot be provided.  Their outreach programs to daycares, preschools and nursing homes and adult programs have been very popular. Book talks have also been successful. 
Steve Campbell discussed how the levy would benefit residents in the city of Washington. It would likely help to increase the amount of funds that are provided through our cooperative agreement. If they increase materials and technology, Washington residents would also have access to those materials and technology. 

Leon Hove made a motion to endorse the proposed tax increase. Linda Bartle seconded, and the motion passed. 
Action Items-
Confidentiality Statement for Volunteers- Jackie introduced this new document, and Marsha Riggs made a motion that we accept the statement. Linda Bartle seconded and the motion passed.
Any matters for discussion not on the agenda-
Marsha Riggs said that the Master Gardeners will be working on the library landscaping.
Jackie stated that Chris Stuckenschneider and Jeanne Miller donated a copy of "My Washington" and requested permission to display a copy with contact information for people who would like to purchase the book.   Sellmeyer motioned that we adjourn, and Leon Hove seconded. The motion passed.
