Minutes of the January 28, 2013 Meeting

The meeting was called to order by Frank Suda, President.  The minutes of the November, 2012 Library Board meeting were reviewed. One correction was made- Linda Sellmeyer was not present. A motion was made by Leon Hove, seconded by Jon Bauer, to approve the amended minutes.  The motion passed.

Diane Lick gave the Friends of the Library report. They sent out information to members for renewal and have received many back. Author Ross Malone’s presentation was well attended. They are still working on the 2013 presentation agenda.  Friends bought a DVD/CD repair machine that will help extend the life of discs. The board thanked her for this purchase. 

Nell Redhage gave the Librarian’s report for December, which included the statistical reports regarding circulation, door count, meeting room usage and programs. She also distributed the library’s annual statistics summary. This gave data from 2003 to the present. 

Nell also reviewed the Budget Summary, which is the budget report as of December, 2012 and the Financial Report which included designated funds through September, 2012. 

The Honor Roll of Donors is now displayed in the lobby. It is updated annually and lists the name of anyone who donated $25.00 or more during the previous year. 

The United Way awarded the library a grant of $4900 for Summer Reading Program. Nell reported on some programs, such as the Star Wars event, which was a huge success.  Meeting Room usage has been very good and Nell distributed a long list of community groups who have used the meeting room. 

A Great Decisions discussion group will be led by Bill Schwab. They will meet on Wednesdays from noon until 1:00 pm from February 6 through March 13, 2013. The group will discuss a variety of world policy issues.

Linda Sellmeyer moved that we accept the librarian’s report. Cynthia seconded the motion which passed. 

In other business, it was reported that Marty Riggs and John Steffens planted 500 bulbs that were donated by Hillermann’s Nursery. 

Nell reminded the Board that the Velma Jones Stroetker service award will be given in April, 2013. It was suggested that Board members bring nominations to the February Board of Trustees meeting. 

A letter has been drafted to the St. Charles City-County Library asking to release us from our contract in the fall of 2013 and our request to join the Missouri Evergreen Consortium has been approved.

Linda Sellmeyer moved that we adjourn the meeting, seconded by Leon Hove. The motion passed.
