Minutes for the June 25, 2012 meeting

The meeting was called to order by Mike Hopkins at 7 PM. 

The minutes of the April, 2012 Library Board Meeting were reviewed. A motion was made by Linda Sellmeyer, seconded by Jon Bauer to approve the minutes. The motion passed. Nell introduced the newest board member, Leon Hove. 

The Librarian's Monthly Report for April and May, 2012 were presented with numbers being much higher than last year at this time.  The Summer Reading Program has enrolled 1220 children, which is an all-time high. A review of the budget indicates that we are at 48%, which is well within the total spending limits.

Nell reviewed some of the recent grants and donations. We received a one thousand dollar ($1000) summer teen intern grant from Dollar General Stores through Young Adult Library Services Association, a division of ALA.  This funding was used to hire two teens for the summer who have helped with the children's summer reading program.  There have been donations of $1650 toward the library’s landscaping.  Kay Hazel made a $5000.00 donation which will be used to establish an annual adult author series.  Nell asked for suggestions for the first author to invite.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Nell discussed some of the recent programs as well as those that are scheduled in the near future.  She also reported that there have been some recent purchases including two benches, a bike rack and two ash receptacles. There is a request out for bids for ten laptops and a charging storage cabinet. Those bids should be coming in by next month.  

Frank Suda moved to accept the Librarian's Report and Marsha Riggs seconded the motion, which passed. 

The Friends of the Library are still working on getting approval to purchase a digital sign for the Fifth Street side of the building.  They took the design before the Historic Preservation Commission.  They suggested that we put masonry on the stand in order to match the building better. The bid for this came in $100 less than the previous bid.  Ziglin Signs will modify the design and it will be taken to the City Council for approval.  

The Friends met last Thursday and voted to buy a portable PA system, clocks, easels, a bench for the children's garden and a CD player with better volume.  Jim Peters will be the guest speaker at their next quarterly meeting July 16.

Jon Bauer moved to approve the Friends of the Library Report. Leon Hove seconded the motion, which passed. 

Under New Business, Nell reported that she has developed a budget for fiscal year 2012-13 and presented it to the Board for its input.  The budget request has been submitted to the city’s Finance Department Chairman.

An election of officers resulted in Frank Suda being nominated for president, Cynthia Hoffman for vice president/treasurer and Maria Brady-Smith for secretary.  All were voted in unanimously.  

Nell presented information about a Trustees Academy which is offered online by the Missouri State Library.  Several board members expressed an interest in taking some of the offered courses.  

This being Mike Hopkins’s last meeting as a board member, Nell thanked him for his many years of service and as a tribute, several books of poetry were purchased for the library in his honor and a name plate was put in each of them.  

There being no more matters for discussion, Jon Bauer moved and Frank Suda seconded that the meeting be adjourned. The motion passed.
