Minutes of Washington Public Library Board of Trustees
June 24, 2013
Library Meeting Room

Present:  Frank Suda, Leon Hove, Marsha Riggs, Donna Kohne, Linda Sellmeyer, Jon Bauer, Butch Droege, Cynthia Hoffman, and Nell Redhage, Director
Absent:  Maria Brady-Smith and Jeff Patke and Mark Hidritch, Council Liaisons

Meeting was called to order at 7 p.m. by President Suda.
Donna Kohne, new Board member, was welcomed.  The current board members introduced themselves to her.

A motion was made by Hove and seconded by Sellmeyer to approve May’s meeting minutes.  Motion carried.

Cynthia Hoffman was recognized for 11 years of service to the Board. She was presented gifts, including an order of home school books that will be added to the library collection in her honor. Hoffman thanked the Board and Suda thanked Hoffman for her service.

Friends of the Library report:  Redhage reported for Diane Lick.  Friends bought two 8’x10’ outdoor canopies for the library. The Friends quarterly meeting that was supposed to be held July 15 has been cancelled due to conflicts in town.  The group will meet again in October.

Librarian's report:  Monthly stats were reviewed. Internet use continues to grow. Meeting room usage reviewed, including 17 in one week. Program attendance is holding its own.

Budget report for May was on target for year-end, expenditures & receipts.

Upcoming programs were reviewed.    

LSTA grant materials have been ordered. The grant period ends Aug 15.  Final report is due September 13.  $4,482 for books and audiobooks was granted.

Hoffman moved the Librarian’s report be accepted; Sellmeyer seconded.  Motion approved. 

New Business:

Preliminary Budget request for fiscal year 2013-14 was presented by Redhage.  Her request includes more money for periodical subscriptions and a larger share of city’s insurance premiums. There was discussion about expenditures compared to last year. 

Hove moved, Bauer seconded to endorse proposed budget.  Motion carried.

MOREnet agreement:  There is one more year remaining in the current contract. MOREnet is offering a 3-year extension of package, locking in 2014 rate for next three years and offering a free registration for one IT person at MOREnet’s fall technology conference. Redhage stated that she cannot imagine a situation where we would not want to use MOREnet.  Droege moved and Sellmeyer seconded to accept and renew. Motion passed.

Election of officers:  Sellmeyer nominated Hove for VP/treasurer, Suda for president and Brady-Smith for secretary. Droege moved to close nominations. Riggs and Sellmeyer called for question.  Motion passed.

The Board of Trustees contact list was presented by Redhage. Changes were submitted. No action needed.

Personnel selection committee:  Suda announced Nell Redhage’s intention to retire at the end of September. A personnel selection committee of Suda, Sellmeyer, Bauer, and Hove was appointed.  Job will be advertised in July and interviews will begin in August.  Brian Boehmer, assistant city administrator, is reviewing the job description. Mary Trentmann, HR manager for the City, will work with the committee. Sellmeyer will talk with Boehmer regarding ads/job description. Committee will meet at 5 p.m. July 1 in the library meeting room.
