Library Board of Trustees

The meeting was called to order by Mike Hopkins, President, at 7 PM. Marsha Riggs moved to approve the minutes from the February meeting, seconded by Frank Suda. The motion passed. 
Nell Redhage gave the librarian’s report.  She said that circulation for February was up from last year. It was at this time last year that the library moved to its temporary facility and it took patrons some time to find it.  Nell reported that of the $20,000 that the Board of Trustees approved for expenditures, $14,000 has been spent on printers, software, bar code scanners, a refrigerator for the staff lounge and other expenditures.  
It was requested that a memorial garden be established for Ami Briggs, daughter of Jim Briggs, City Administrator, who died recently.  The Board discussed which garden could be used.  Brenda Mitchell is collecting contributions from city employees and community members for this endeavor.  
There was a clogged sewer line in the new building which has already been repaired.
Nell reports that the library’s soft opening will be April 2. She says that they are getting close to being ready. The signage has not arrived, there is still more office furniture to come, and a number of punch list items to be completed.
Linda Sellmeyer moved to accept the Librarian’s report.  Linda Bartle seconded and the motion passed. 
Grand Opening plans were discussed.  On Friday evening, April 13, the Friends of the Library will host a private reception.  There will be a short presentation by Mayor Lucy, Diane Lick, Friends president, Mike Hopkins, Board of Trustees president and Nell Redhage.   Danny Brown will be present with his photograph display and musician Jody Redhage will be playing the cello. The reception will begin at 6:30 with the presentation at 7:00 p.m. 
The Grand Opening is scheduled for Sunday, April 15 from noon until four o’clock. There will be a presentation at 1:00 that will include a “Page Turning”, introductions and recognition of the people involved in the new library’s creation. Mayor Lucy and some others will speak.  The Velma Jones Stroetker award will be presented to Catherine Woolley and Carolyn Witt.  The Friends will be giving away magnets that display the artist’s rendering of the new facility. 
The Children’s Plaza Garden Party will take place on May 5 at ten o’clock a.m. 
There being no further discussion, Linda Sellmeyer moved that the meeting be adjourned.  Linda Bartle seconded and the motion passed. The next meeting of the Board of Trustees will be on Monday, April 23, 2012 at 7:00 pm in the Library Meeting Room.
