President Bauer called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm. A motion to approve the September, 2014 minutes was made by Leon Hove and seconded by Linda Bartle. The motion passed.		
				
Librarian’s report					Jackie Hawes
· Statistics- Check outs for the month of September were down a little from last year as was reciprocal borrowing. The door count was way up due to the new counter working more accurately.  The wireless report is set with Morenet. The lending agreement from Scenic Regional Library is down, but is up with our own patrons.  
· Financial Report- Jon Bauer had questions about total deficit which showed a $71,000 difference at end of the fiscal year.  Jackie Hawes said that she would look into it to see if there was an error. 
· A handout was provided listing the upcoming programs. Library staff is working on the inventory and they hope to be done by the end of the year. 
· A motion was made by Linda Sellmeyer to accept the Librarian’s Report. Norma Brinker seconded and the motion passed.
Friends of the Library Report-
Mary Emke thanked the library for the Velma Jones Stroetker award that was given at the 90th anniversary celebration. She reported that the September book sale grossed $3357.90, and the total for the ongoing sale of books at the library was $521.00.  She gave a list of new officers. Monthly meetings are held on the first Wednesday of each month in the library meeting room.

Action items:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Resolution- The cooperative service agreement with Scenic Regional Library was reviewed by Mark Piontek.  No changes were recommended; however, Mark Piontek drafted a resolution to be adopted by the Board of Trustees. Leon Hove moved that we adopt the resolution. Norma Brinker seconded and the motion passed.

Items to discuss:
· Larry Pogue Sculpture- Pictures of the donated sculpture were reviewed.  The original planned location was in front of the library but Jackie reported that some members of the Master Gardeners recommended that the sculpture be placed in back, facing Jefferson Street and Mr. Pogue agreed to this location.  The Board looked at the two proposed sites for the structure and favored the site in front of the library rather than the one on Jefferson. Leon Hove motioned that the Board recommend putting the sculpture in front of the library. Linda Sellmeyer seconded and the motion passed.

· Owen McInnis Memorial- A plant has been purchased and there was discussion about also purchasing a memorial stone or plaque.  Donna Kohne motioned that we purchase an appropriate marker. Norma Brinker seconded and the motion passed. 

There being no other matters for discussion, Linda Sellmeyer motioned that we adjourn. Leon Hove seconded and the motion passed.
