


Minutes for the July 27, 2015 
Meeting of the
Washington Public Library Board of Trustees

The meeting was called to order by Jon Bauer.  Leon Hove moved that we approve the minutes for the June, 2015 meeting. Norma Brinker seconded and the motion passed.  

Friends of the Library Report

Mary Emke reported that in June and July, the Friends collected a total of  $653.05 in book sales.  They are still accepting book donations for the annual book sale on September 18-20, 2015. Donations can be brought anytime the library is open. 

Director’s Report

The Financial and Statistical Reports were distributed previously by email.  There were no questions about the report.  Jackie reported that checkouts and door count are up from last year. Wireless sessions have almost doubled since last year.  

The Free Lunch program has been in process on Monday and Fridays during the month of July.  They have averaged 12-15 children per day.  

Evergreen will be upgrading the system from version 2.6 to version 2.8.2 during the night of August 10. The library will be closed August 7-9 for professional development, staff meeting and for carpet cleaning.  The staff will be watching a webinar on the upgrades to the Evergreen system.

A new shelver, Windy Souders, started working on July 9. Full time clerk, Darlene Sample, will be retiring on August 31. The city will have a small reception on that day from 2-4 pm.  

Jackie updated job descriptions for the staff, and they were approved by the city administration.  She has proposed that the Assistant Director position be divided into two positions: Cataloger/Tech Services Librarian and Assistant Director (combined with adult programming duties). She is waiting for a decision from the city administration.  

Linda Sellmeyer moved that we accept the librarian’s report. Leon Hove seconded and the motion passed.  

Old Business

There was some discussion about the ukulele checkout policy that the board had reviewed per email.  It was decided that some language should be added to the affect that anyone under 18 may check out the ukulele with parental consent.  Norma Brinker moved that we accept the ukulele policy with this additional statement.  Leon Hove seconded, and the motion passed.  

				
New Business

The Board thanked previous President of the Board, Jon Bauer, for his service. Jon’s 9 year term is completed and he left the meeting so that the continuing board could elect new officers.   

Linda Sellmeyer nominated Leon Hove to replace Jon as Board President.  Norma Brinker nominated Linda Sellmeyer to replace Leon as Vice President/Treasurer, and Norma Brinker nominated Maria Brady-Smith to remain as Secretary. The board voted unanimously, and these officers were elected.  

Jackie reported that the new President’s signature was required for the Board of Trustees list and the State Aid Compliance forms required the Treasurer’s signature and notarization. 

Jackie reported that the Arts Council requested to use our facility for a fundraiser.  The money they make will go to their nonprofit.  The board asked if the city would require a deposit or liability insurance would be required as it is with rental of some of the other city facilities.  Jackie will check on these questions. The Board otherwise had no concerns with letting the Arts Council use the meeting room.  

Matters for discussion not on the agenda

Linda Sellmeyer asked about the library offering a babysitting clinic.  The Parks Department has offered this in the past, but have not had enough response to follow through.  The cost of $80 may be prohibitive to some people who are interested. Jackie will look into this possibility of offering this clinic for a lower fee.
