Approval of January meeting minutes-
Norma Brinker made a motion to accept the minutes and Leon Hove seconded the motion. The motion passed. 
				
Director’s report-				Jackie Hawes

Financial: There were no questions regarding the financial report. (see report)
Statistics: Total checkouts up from last year. (see report)
Programs- Over 200 people attended the Frozen Party and over 100 attended the Curious George event. Upcoming events are listed on report.

The staff has finished their inventory and plan to continue updating the collection. The large print section will be expanded.

There is new shelving in the juvenile section that houses all of the Book Buzz selections. After four years, these will become a part of the circulating collection. 

We have been awarded a LSTA Technology Mini-grant of $9,467 to replace 15 computers still using the Windows XP operating system that is no longer supported by Microsoft. 

We have also been awarded the LSTA Racing to Read Grant of $2000 to update and expand our children’s board book collection. 

A generous donation of $285.00 was made from a Memorial Fund set up by the family of James Davis.

Jackie Hawes, Director, attended the Library Advocacy Day in Jefferson City on 2/10/2015. They asked that the withheld funds for FY15 be released and asked for the same funding as budgeted in FY15 in FY16. This would support the Secretary of State’s budget proposal.  

An update on State Aid and REAL program was received on 2/11/2015. A letter was signed by 29 Representatives and sent to the Governor’s office asking for the withheld funds to be released. 

Amendment to HB 12 was submitted on 2/17/2015 that would add $3,109,250 to the REAL Program, add $1,390,133 in state aid to the Governor’s recommendation of $723,776 for a total of $2,113,889. It would also leave A & E at $800,000 and LSTA at $4,125,000, and the State Library should meet the “match” requirement for future LSTA funding.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Morenet bandwidth has now been segregated between public pcs and staff pcs so this should alleviate slow-downs at peak times such as after school and in the summer.  

The Scenic Regional Library website was altered with a malicious code. This affected three pages and SRL is currently building a new site from scratch with a completion goal of April 1.  

Linda Sellmeyer moved that we accept the Librarian’s Report. Diane Lick seconded and the motion passed. 

Other Discussion:

Jackie received a meeting room request from Dylan Mays. He wants to use the meeting room for a part of a film that he is producing. The Board did not have any objections or concerns so Jackie will let him know that he may use it.  

Mr. Minning, a former resident of Washington, has offered to donate his extensive music collection that includes sheet music and books, some being rare or limited editions. After some discussion, it was decided that we should put him in contact with a representative from East Central College as the collection would likely be accessed by more people there.  

There being no more matters for discussion, Leon Hove moved that the meeting be adjourned. Linda Sellmeyer seconded and the motion passed.
