Between
children’s program, lobby sales and membership fees, the Friends made  $992.04 in April.
				
Director’s report					Jackie Hawes
The financial and statistical reports were reviewed. Circulation is down but the door count is up from last year.  Jackie feels that this is due to the number of ebooks that are now available. There were no questions about the monthly budget report. A handout with upcoming events was also distributed.

Jackie reported that Ruth McGinnis would prefer a private moment with her family rather that a reception to dedicate the Owen McGinnis memorial.

The Library Appropriations in the State Budget for Fiscal Year 2016 are as follows: REAL= $2 million, State Aid=$723,766 and A&E=$800,00.  This compares to Fiscal year 2015 as follows: REAL=3.1 million, State Aid=$3.5 million and A&E=$800,000. 

Washington Public Library received a payment of $74,519.90 from the Scenic Regional Library Cooperative Agreement.  They are paying 70 cents rather than 35 cents per circulation.

Summer Reading Program flyers will go out to the public with the May water bill.

Regarding the LSTA Technology Mini-Grant, they will be conducting an in-house survey this week. Computers have been ordered and will be installed in May. IT has also ordered four additional computers so all of the public computer carousels will now be full.  

Weather permitting, the Pogue sculpture will be installed this week. Jackie is waiting to hear back from the Engineering Department regarding the cost of lighting.  A reception will be planned once the sculpture has been installed.  

Jackie discussed a Summer Food Service Program that is being planned between July 6-31.  This is a federally funded program that will provide meals to school age children during the summer months.  They will be giving the program a trial run this summer and are hoping to get volunteers to help serve the food.  Some Board members had questions and suggested that Jackie discuss the program with city management and possibly set up a meeting with the director of the program, Gary Wells.  

John Herberer approached Jackie and would like to donate a ukulele to the library for public check out.  The Board discussed this and felt that it would be worth exploring further.  The checkout policies and procedures would have to be worked out. Check out would be for two weeks at a time.  Norma Brinker moved that we accept the donation. Leon Hove seconded and the motion passed.  

 Jackie reported that she talked with the Missourian about the possibility of  a Library/Parks section in the newspaper.  She said that the Missourian would prefer to run our programs in the way that they have been doing it rather than having a particular section.

Discussion and/or Approval Items:

The plants that Marsha planted for the memorial garden have been removed twice.  After some discussion, Jon Bauer suggested that he will talk with Mayor Lucy to get some clarification about who determines what is planted on city grounds and how the decision making process works.
