

Minutes for the July 28, 2014 Meeting

The meeting was called to order by Frank Suda at 6:30 p.m.  The minutes of the June 2014 Library Board meeting were reviewed. A motion was made by Leon Hove and seconded by Linda Sellmeyer to approve the minutes.  The motion passed.
 
Friends of the Library Report:​​​
Mary Emke reported that the Friends annual Book Sale will be held 9/19 thru 9/21, and they are still accepting donations of books.  They have lots of boxes of books already donated, and they will have an estimated 5,000 books for sale this year.
 
Librarian’s Report:
New Trustees:  Diane Lick and Norma Brinker were introduced, but the Council will be acting on their appointment at the August 4th council meeting.
 
The Summer Reading Programs were very successful, and the door count is up since replacing the side door counter.
 
Community Survey Results have been compiled, and a printout was distributed with the responses of the questionnaire.  A suggestion was made that we do a survey annually and compare to see if any progress has been made from the previous year.  Also, it was mentioned that using e-mail could be another way to get info out on programs and events offered at the library.
 
Two new people have been hired to shelf books, and the staff is working on the inventory.
 
The library will be closed 8/8 thru 8/10 for carpet cleaning and staff  Professional Development Day.

A motion was made by Leon Hove to accept report and seconded by Linda Sellmeyer.  Motion passed.

Old Business
· Owen McInnis memorial- The board will plant a tree in memory of Owen McInnis, son of Children's Librarian, Ruth McInnis. A motion was made by Frank Suda to purchase a magnolia tree, seconded by Linda Bartle. The motion passed. The tree will be purchased and planted in September or October when planting conditions are more favorable.

New business
· Election of Officers- Jon Bauer was nominated for president by Leon Hove, Linda Sellmeyer seconded, and he was elected unanimously. Vice-president/Treasurer- Linda Sellmeyer nominated Leon Hove for vice-president. Donna Kohne seconded, and Leon was elected unanimously. Secretary- Leon nominated Maria Brady-Smith for secretary.  Donna Kohne seconded, and Maria Brady-Smith was elected unanimously. Bauer suggested that we assign a deputy secretary, and Donna Kohne volunteered.
· State Aid Compliance Forms (signatures)- Hove will need to sign a before a notary.
· MORENET:  There has been a very large increase in this annual fee due to the governor’s budget withhold of State Aid and REAL Program funds. The total cost is $14,495 with an increase of $10,000 up from $4398.  There was some discussion about how to handle the unexpected expense. This is likely going to be an annual expense, Hove made a motion that we request the additional funds from the city and that we will adjust next year’s budget. Linda Sellmeyer seconded. The motion passed.  If this proposal is not accepted, then more then will discuss options at the next meeting.

Any matters for discussion not on the agenda- 

 Hove made a motion that we nominate Carol Bunton for the Velma Jones Stroetker award, and Linda Sellmeyer seconded. The motion passed. Carol has been employed by the library for 38 years. This will be announced during the 90th anniversary celebration in October.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Jackie reported that per a conversation with Steve Campbell, the Scenic Regional Library's Board of Trustees would like WPL to designate the reciprocal borrowing payment to our materials budget, and they are concerned.   The reciprocal borrowing payment will double this year due to SRL passing their tax levy increase in April as per their promise during the campaign.  Bauer suggested that we invite Steve and Board president to our Board meeting to discuss their concerns.  Jackie will contact Steve Campbell to arrange the meeting.  

Bauer said that August 25 will be a problem for the next meeting and asked if we could find another date. The next meeting of the Board of Trustees will be on August 27 at 6:30.
