The meeting was called to order by Jon Bauer at 6:30 p.m.  The minutes of the 
August 2014 Library Board meeting were reviewed. A motion was made by Leon Hove and seconded by Linda Sellmeyer to approve the minutes.  The motion passed.

Friends of the Library Report:			
There was no Friends Report for this month, but Jackie said the book sale was held and the final results from this event are not available. 

Librarian’s Report:
Monthly wireless report is being worked on in the area of number of unique users and number of sessions.  Jackie is working together with Morenet to customize this.  Last month’s total from the Reciprocal Lending Agreement and Door Count were both down.  This will continue to be tracked to see if summertime activities affected these figures.  Also, 74 new patrons were added.

There were no questions on the Budget Report.

The library staff is continuing to work on inventory.  Peggy Warden was sent for Passport Acceptance Training and passed with flying colors.  Question was asked if passport application numbers need to be added to the monthly report.  Jackie will add this to the monthly report.

Approval for moving 1 part time employee to full time status was approved pending that the Library Board will defer for two (2) years requesting to hire someone for a part time position.  Jackie said she will rework the staff schedule.  A letter from the board will be drafted stating that we defer.  Motion was made by Linda Sellmeyer and seconded by Leon Hove.

Items for Discussion:
Concerns had been raised regarding the current location of the book drop box.  Board members, Librarian, and the City Council Liaison went outside to see where the suggested new placement of the drop box and also the water bill collection box would be.   The new placement would be at the library entrance just below their current location.

Velma Jones Stroetker Award will be presented to the Friends of the Library during Open House on October 4 at 2:00 p.m.  Nell Redhage was also selected for the Award, which she has declined.  She said she was very honored and appreciative, but felt she had received enough recognition.

Action Items:
The Cooperative Service Agreement between The Washington Public Library and Scenic Regional Library is closer to being finalized.  The new agreement is basically the same as the one approved in 2009.  The only change is on Item 2 of the previous agreement regarding integration of the database and standardized circulation, these were taken out.   Integration has occurred and Evergreen has the same circulation standards.  Motion was made by Leon Hove that pending legal review of the agreement by Mark Piontek, Washington’s City Attorney; it will then be finalized with authorizing signatures.  Motion was seconded by Linda Sellmeyer. Motion was approved.

Another item not on the agenda that was brought to the Board’s attention was that Larry Pogue would like to give one of his sculptures to be placed on the library campus.  Members will need to look at the sculpture he has selected and approval from the city council would need to be obtained.

Motion was made to adjourn by Leon Hove and seconded by Linda Bartle.
