3)	 File No.  15-1201-Dubois Center, Plat 5-Applicant is requesting to create three lots, numbers 7, 8 and 9, to replace the originally approved lots 2 and 3. 
	Jim Briggs-All requirements have been met. They are proposing a 26 ft. private street back to back curb and gutter which is less than our minimum of 35 ft. 
Darren Lamb-The applicant will have to have a Performance Contract before Final Plat to the Council. 
	John Borgmann-Spoke with developer today. Staying with the 35 ft. width is recommended. Parking will be an issue if it is 26 ft. street. 
	Randy Kleinheider-Would like the board to consider the 26 ft. width street. It has been done in the City before after talking to Dan Boyce. 
	Tom Holdmeier-If we could see more of how this was going to be developed it would help out.
	Mark Skornia-Agrees with the width of the street which should be 35 ft. street.

	Motion made to approve with the contingency of making the proposed street 26 ft. street to 35 ft., motion seconded, passed without dissent. 

4)	File No.  15-1203, Brinkmann Subdivision-Review for Franklin County P & Z. 
	Darren Lamb-This is located off Bluff Road just north of the City’s industrial park. They wanted to create a 5 acre lot at one time. Wanted to use Enduro Drive to get access to the farm. We sat down and discussed options such as City water, sewer, etc. This would be Brinkmann’s subdivision Phase 5.
