       2)	Approval of the Minutes from February 8, 2016.

       3)    File No.  16-0202-Riverbend Estates Development Plan-Applicant is requesting Development Plan Approval for the Riverbend Estates Senior Living Community located along High Street south of Highway 100.

	Sal Maniaci-Last month we continued this item. This is a Senior Community located off of High Street extension. They did submit a new Development Plan. They have revised the plat. There are 7 residential buildings and a community building. There are 42 residential units. It does have adequate parking. They do show an entrance off of High Street extension. They have submitted a revised Final Plat showing the easement between lots 2 & 3. This is on the City Council agenda for Monday. They submitted a grading plan. Stormwater will be off site. Have also submitted detailed plans for hydrants, easements, landscaping if anyone would like to review that meet all of the City’s requirements.
	They have also added 3 points for the fire access road:
· The fire access road shall be suitable to support fire equipment according to the International Fire Code and the City of Washington and General Fire Code.
· It is maintained by the property owner.
· Paved with asphalt, concrete, chip & seal or another approved method. 

High Street is 60 ft. past lot 3. We recommend approval with the following conditions:
· Will require construction plans that show the changes submitted to our office.  
· Financial assurance that the detention basin will be constructed to meet the stormwater needs before they apply for any building permits because it is off site. 
John Borgmann-The radiuses on the drive, were those confirmed?
Sal Maniaci-Yes, John Nilges took a look at those to make sure those were fixed. 
John Borgmann-I also took a look at the old drawing that was submitted and it does look like they did change everything 
that was discussed that needed to be done. The other thing I notice was on the grading. There seems to be a big drop off from 
the north to the south behind the first row. We are dropping almost 10 feet so I am assuming that there will be no stormwater 
runoff there?
Sal Maniaci-There was a comment that was made and it was addressed.
John Borgmann-Site plan reviewed the fire hydrants?
Sal Maniaci-Yes, it was approved at site plan.
Greg Skornia-People were asking for general information on the development. Do you have any information that can be 
available for the public? And none of these units will have a garage?
Sean Garrison-There are no garages or covered parking. 
Sal Maniaci-We have brochures in the Engineering Department. 
John Borgmann-We talked last month about the easement and if they can do an easement on another lot. That is not a 
problem with what they are showing. Is that correct?
Mark Piontek-It is covered on the new plat that you don’t have in front of you.
Sal Maniaci-There will be 2 items for this on the Council agenda for March 21st. 
Tom Holdmeier-Any other questions? I will entertain a motion,

       4)	File No. 16-0301-Franklin County Planning and Zoning Item-Discussion of a Franklin County Minor Subdivision located at 541 Logan Lane off of Highway A.
	Sal Maniaci-They want to break off part of the property into a 3 acre tract to sell. The remaining 15 acres they have a 50 ft. wide easement which would meet our requirements if it were in the city limits.

       5)	File No. 16-0302-Washington 353 Redevelopment Corporation-Redevelopment Plan for the sale of a lot in the Brandon Brinker Subdivision to the City of Washington.
	Darren Lamb-This is an approval of the amendment to the plan. As our code stipulates any future sale from 353 must go through Planning and Zoning. We were approached by the police department at one point because they are looking at putting in a firing range. 353 does not market this property, it is in floodplain. The City is buying this property from 353 for $100.
