       3)    File No. 16-0601-Preliminary Plat-Applicant is requesting approval of an amendment to River City Center Plat 1.
	Sal Maniaci- Located at Hwy 100 & Huxel Drive. Four acres in size. Zoning is C2. We have no proposals on what may be going there. Just wanted to split the lot. They have appropriate easements. There was a press release to the Missourian saying that there is a possible gas station going there but the City has received no information pertaining to that.

	Dave Snieders-1329 Running Creek Court- Huxel Drive is a block down. Who is requesting the four become the two? 
	Sal Maniaci-River city Center LLC. The owner has signed off on the applicant.
	Dave Snieders-Just wanted to let you know our concerns about lights, gas, etc. right next to where we live.

	James Matthews-1315 Huxel Drive-Question is lot A&B, do we know which one they plan on developing?
	Sal Maniaci-No, not as this time.

	Greg Skornia-This lot would not have access to Hwy 100 correct?
	Sal Maniaci-No, Hwy 100 has limited access. If they do request this they would have to go thru MoDOT. Right now the access would be off Huxel Road. MoDOT would require a third party traffic report to review on the requested access.

       4)    File No. 16-0602-Special Use-Applicant is requesting approval of a special use permit to operate a Daycare Center located at 703 W. Ninth Street.
	Sal Maniaci-Permit is required to obtain a daycare in a residential zoning. They have a swingset and play area. There is a ladder from the second floor to the first. They must have a license from the state. Parking is sufficed. Staff recommends approval. Applicants rent the daycare.
