3)	 File No.  15-1001-William A. Miller. Applicant is requesting vacation of a 10’ on Fulton Street to Henry Street. 
	Jim Briggs-There is a small outback building, shed, that is right near the home. In order for that to be in compliance the applicant will need a 5’ vacation on our side and 5’ on the south side of Fulton Street that will still leave us with 50’ of right of way. Once that is done they will need a variance from the Board of Adjustment. Property owners support the vacation. We have a sewer pump station to the north which we need to have access to. There is going to have street to replace but that is on the applicant.

4)	File No.  15-1002, Charlie Kriete. Applicant is seeking Preliminary Plat approval for 124 North Pottery Road. 
	Jim Briggs-Applicant would like to subdivide his property. He was granted a variance this evening. He resides on lot one. Family plans to build a home at a later date. The driveway there now goes to the current shed.

5)    File No. 15-1005, Fifth Street School/Washington School District. Applicant is seeking Preliminary Plat approval for a Resubdivision of “Immanuel Lutheran Church Subdivision”.
	Rick Rohlfing-BFA, Inc.-Cleaning up 2 items. One is parking and one is for access. Part of the plat belongs to the Washington School District, the rest is owned by Immanuel Lutheran which they mostly use as parking. There is going to be an access easement from the school district. There is also going to be an easement from Immanuel Lutheran. This is going to give an access easement from Fifth Street all the way down to Sixth Street which is what was requested per emergency services. It will benefit both by Immanuel Lutheran will have access to Fifth Street and the Washington School District will have access to Sixth Street.
