Minutes of the November 25, 2013 Meeting

The meeting was called to order by Frank Suda.  The minutes of the October 2013 Library Board meeting were reviewed. A motion was made by Linda Sellmeyer, seconded by Leon Hove, to approve the minutes.  The motion passed.

Friends of the Library Report-

Mary Emke gave the Friends of the Library report. She said that they had made $339.00 in book and magazine sales in the last month.  They are averaging between $200-$300 per month in sales.  They now have 153 members and $30,000 in their treasury.  They are sponsoring a presentation on December 5 by John Anglin about the audition process.  

Librarian’s Report-

Jackie Hawes gave the Librarian’s report.  Computer use was at an all time high in the month of October. Checkouts are also up. She signed off on paperwork with Evergreen Consortium. There will be a staff training on this on December 11 and 13.  Jackie will be attending a conference on December 5 and 6.  

Jackie had the bandwidth increased from 5MB to 10MB, which will cost about $400.00 more per year.  The Friends of the Library will purchase signage for the entryway of the library.  Jackie reports that the library will sponsor a “Doodle to Masterpiece” competition that will begin December 1, 2013 and end January 17, 2014.  

Linda Sellmeyer moved to accept the Librarian’s Report. Leon Hove seconded, and the motion passed.  

Items for Discussion-

Jackie requested that the library be closed on December 13 for staff training and for a staff meeting.  She said that she would put up signs and announce the closure on the marque.  The Board voted unanimously that the library be closed on that day.  

Jackie reported on the Wireless Assessment Survey.  Wireless service works well on the second floor, but there are some problems on the first floor. The assessor suggested that two to three access points be added and that the staff and patron traffic be segregated, so that the check out is not slowed during high use times. She does not have a cost report for that yet.  

Jackie will meet with Donna from IT regarding an update on our Technology Plan. We will discuss this at our next meeting. She also suggested that we do a patron survey as we have not done one before. After some discussion, it was suggested that she develop a technology survey as well as a comprehensive services survey. It was suggested that these be done within a few weeks of each other after the holidays.  

Other Business-

Scenic Regional Library would like to reduce the number of paper overdue notices. They suggest that the first and second notices be sent by email and the third be sent by mail. Jon Bauer moved that we agree to the same notification process as Scenic Regional Library. Leon Hove seconded and the motion passed. 

Scenic Regional Library also asked if they could provide book mobile services to St. Francis Borgia and Our Lady of Lourdes schools, which are in our library district. Linda Sellmeyer moved that we allow this and Marsha Riggs seconded. The motion passed.  

It was decided that we would not meet in the month of December since it would be so close to Christmas.  

There being no further business, Jon Bauer moved that we adjourn the meeting and Marsha Riggs seconded. The motion passed.
